Subject: Request for Clarification Regarding VAT Bifurcation and
TIN Details on Invoices Issued by Jharkhand State Beverages
Corporation Limited (JSBCL) in reference to S.0. No. 41 dated

01.09.2025

Respected Sir,

With due respect, we, on behalf of the Singhbhum Chamber of
Commerce and Industry, wish to draw your kind attention to the recent
notification S.O. No. 41 dated 01.09.2025 issued by the Commercial
Taxes Department, Government of Jharkhand, which specifies the rate
and mechanism of levy of VAT on liquors excluding country liquor
under the Jharkhand Value Added Tax Act, 2005.

As per the said notification, it is clearly mentioned that Jharkhand State
Beverages Corporation Limited (JSBCL) shall collect VAT at the rate
of 5% from restaurants and bars at the stage of sale from the
Corporation to retailers, and that the restaurants and bars shall be
entitled to claim input tax credit upon filing their VAT return for the
sale of liquor and paying the net difference thereafter.

However, it has come to our notice from our members who are into the
concerned business that the invoices currently being issued by
JSBCL do not contain any bifurcation or mention of VAT
separately. Instead, the invoices are issued with a consolidated amount
inclusive of VAT. This lack of clear tax bifurcation has led to confusion
among restaurants, bars, and tax consultants regarding the correct
procedure for claiming input tax credit and filing their VAT returns
accurately within the stipulated time.

We invite kind attention to our communications vide SCCI/2023-25/Tax &
Fin/551 dt. 22™ May, 2025 and SCCI/2023-25/Tax & Fin/575 dt. 2™ June,

2025 on the captioned subject.

We would like to reiterate that the current process for JPT registration through
the Single Window System has been found to be cumbersome and time-
consuming, which is discouraging many taxpayers from completing their
registrations. In light of this challenge, we would like to suggest that the
Jharkhand Government consider adopting a more streamlined and efficient
online e-registration process for JPT, similar to the one implemented by the
Bihar Government and dispense with the current process of registration
through the Single Window System.

The Bihar model features a single-page application that simplifies the
registration process, making it more user-friendly and accessible. We believe
that adopting a similar system in Jharkhand would greatly benefit taxpayers
and improve efficiency of the tax administration.

The benefits of adopting such a system include:

Ease of Registration: A single-page application would significantly reduce
the complexity and paperwork involved in the registration process.

Time Efficiency: Streamlining the process would enable registrations to be
completed more quickly, reducing the administrative burden on taxpayers and
the government.

The Singhbhum Chamber of
Commerce and Industry
(SCCl) has urged the state
administration to immedi-
ately establish a perma-
nent fire station in jugsalai,

fire incidents and the
serious threat to life and
property due to the
absence of firefighting infra-
structure in the area.

In a letter addressed to
the Director General, Home
Guards and Fire Services,
Ranchi, MS Bhatia (IPS), SCCI
President Manav Kedia
highlighted that Jugsalai —
one of the oldest and most
densely populated areas
of Jamshedpur — faces a
high fire hazard owing toits
narrow lanes, congested
residential clusters and
thriving commercial
establishments.

The letter pointed out
that several fire incidents
have occurred in the local-
ity over the years and the
absence of a local fire
station often results in
delayed response, as fire
tenders have to be dis-
patched from Golmuri or
other distant stations. Such
delays, it stated, increase

citing the growing risk of b

the risk of extensive
damage and loss during
emergencies.

The Chamber further
mentioned that a suitable
site for a fire station in
Jugsalai had been identified
in a previous departmental
survey, but no concrete
action has been taken
to date.

The recent fire incident
