Singhbhum Chamber of Commerce & Industry (SCCI) successfully organized its series of
quarterly meetings with the Procurement Department of Tata Steel at Chamber Bhawan,
Bistupur. The meeting served as a vital platform to bridge communication between Tata
Steel's procurement leadership and local vendors, reinforcing SCCI's commitment to
addressing industry concerns and facilitating smoother business operations.

The meeting witnessed the presence of senior officials from Tata Steel, including Chief
Procurement Sri Ranjan Sinha, Chief Procurement Delivery Management Sri Rana Das, Chief
Procurement Supplier Management & Process Improvement Sri Rahul Lal, Chief Commercial

. Simplification of the vendor code system in cases of ownership changes within
family-run businesses due to retirement, death, or restructuring, as the current process is
time-consuming and disrupts continuity.
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Delays in opening and evaluating quotations, particularly for import-based procurements
linked to foreign currencies, where validity periods often lapse before consideration.

Concerns regarding the procurement of non-approved brands in certain integrated plants
due to lower costs, potentially compromising established quality standards.

The need to simplify the login captcha process for ease of access to procurement portals.

Persistent challenges in the invoice uploading system, often leading to duplication of efforts
through email submissions.

Removal of the now irrelevant requirement of COVID vaccination certificate uploads during
shipment processes.

Ensuring proper mention of TAN details in purchase orders.

Establishment of a dedicated and permanent contact mechanism for resolving
accounts-related queries of vendors.
In addition to these points, several participating vendors also shared their individual concerns
and operational challenges. The Tata Steel procurement team acknowledged the issues raised
and assured necessary action towards their resolution.
The meeting concluded with a vote of thanks proposed by Honorary General Secretary Sri Punit
Kauntia. Prior to the conclusion, Vice President Sri Abhishek Agrawal (Goldy), Secretary
(Industry) Sri Vinod Sharma, and Secretary Sri Anshul Ringasia felicitated the distinguished
guests.

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Awareness Session on ESIC SPREE-2025 & Amnesty Scheme Held at Chamber Bhawan

Singhbhum Chamber of Commerce & Industry, in collaboration with the Employees’ State
Insurance Corporation (ESIC), successfully organized an awareness session at Chamber
Bhawan to educate business owners and entrepreneurs about the Special Registration Drive
“SPREE-2025" and the Amnesty Scheme. The session aimed to provide clarity on registration
benefits, compliance opportunities, and resolution of pending legal matters under the ESIC
framework.
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Senior officials from ESIC, including Regional Director Mr. Rajiv Ranjan, Deputy Director Mr.
Shashi Shekhar, and Medical Superintendent of ESIC Hospital, Adityapur, Dr. P. K. Singh,
addressed the gathering and shared valuable insights into the schemes.

Welcoming the guests, Chamber President Mr. Manav Kedia emphasized the Chamber’s
continued commitment to safeguarding the interests of business owners and entrepreneurs.
He highlighted that such initiatives play a crucial role in resolving compliance challenges
while ensuring social security benefits for employees. He further urged establishments
employing more than 10 workers to take advantage of the scheme and register under ESIC for
the welfare of both employers and employees.

General Secretary Mr. Punit Kauntia introduced the subject and felicitated the dignitaries. He

noted that the initiative would benefit both Chamber members and their workforce in the
long run, while also encouraging voluntary compliance with statutory provisions.
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Delivering the keynote address, Regional Director Mr. Rajiv Ranjan informed that the
SPREE-2025 scheme, launched on 1st July 2025 under the leadership of Union Minister Dr.
Mansukh Mandaviya, will remain open until 31st December 2025. He explained that the scheme
offers a one-time opportunity for employers to register their establishments and employees
under ESIC without inspections or demands for past records. Importantly, no contributions will
be required for the period prior to registration, making it a highly beneficial compliance

window for unregistered units.

Deputy Director Mr. Shashi Shekhar elaborated on the simplified registration process,
highlighting how the scheme reduces compliance burdens and enables businesses to
integrate into the social security system seamlessly.

Adding a healthcare perspective, Medical Superintendent Dr. P. K. Singh explained the wide
range of benefits available under the ESIC scheme, including medical care, sickness benefits,
maternity support, and financial assistance in cases of employment-related injury or death.

Chamber Vice President Mr. Harsh Bakrewal encouraged all eligible establishments,

particularly those in the unorganized sector, to avail the benefits of the scheme, terming it a
significant step towards expanding social security coverage in India.
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The session concluded with an interactive Q&A, where participants actively engaged with ESIC
officials and received clarifications on their queries. The vote of thanks was delivered by
Secretary Mr. Vinod Sharma.

Further,
the Chamber suggested providing
financial incentives such as capital
subsidies, interest subvention, and
power-related support to boost MSMEs
and attract new investments.
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The implementation of an effective Single Window System and improved inter-departmental
coordination were highlighted as essential steps to enhance ease of doing business.
Additionally, the untapped tourism potential of the Kolhan region was discussed as an

opportunity for economic growth.

The Hon’ble Finance Minister assured the members that the government would take necessary
steps to address these concerns and strengthen the industrial ecosystem in Jharkhand.

The interaction reinforced SCCI's role as a strong bridge between industry and government,
committed to fostering sustainable growth in the region.

Singhbhum Chamber of Commerce & Industry organized an informative awareness seminar
on the recent changes in GSTR-9 and GSTR-9C at Chamber Bhawan, Bistupur. The session
witnessed active participation from members of the trade and industry, reflecting the growing
need to stay updated with evolving GST compliance requirements.

The seminar was graced by Sri Sarthak Saxena, Deputy Director, DGGI, as the Chief Guest. The
technical session was conducted by GST expert CA Vikas Kumar Bansal from Kolkata, who
provided detailed insights into the latest amendments and their practical implications for
businesses.
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During the session, it was highlighted that from the financial year 2024-25 onwards, significant
changes have been introduced in the formats of GSTR-9 and GSTR-9C. The updated forms
require more detailed disclosures, particularly relating to ITC reconciliation, transactional
credits, and import-related credits, making accuracy and proper documentation more critical
than ever.

The seminar featured eminent experts including Shri Ajay Kumar Jaiswal, Director, ESIC, Shri
Shashi Shekhar, Deputy Director, ESIC, and senior professionals from the labour and
compliance domain. The experts provided a comprehensive overview of the newly introduced
labour codes, their key provisions, compliance requirements, and their practical implications
on industries.

In his welcome address, Shri Manav Kedia, President, Singhbhum Chamber, emphasized the
Chamber’s commitment to creating awareness among members about regulatory changes.
He highlighted that the new labour codes aim to simplify compliance, enhance transparency,
and improve ease of doing business, while also ensuring better protection and welfare for
workers.

He further informed that the
third line project between Chakradharpur
and Tatanagar is planned from April 2026,
which may temporarily affect train
operations.

2. Rationalization of Interest and Penalty Provisions:
Interest under Section 50 of the CGST Act is being demanded even where the
tax amount was already deposited in the electronic cash ledger before the due
date of filing of return. This practice is unjustified, as the Government already
holds the funds. Similarly, the minimum penalty of 110,000/~ under Section 73
for minor defaults is harsh and disproportionate. It is suggested that interest
liability be waived in cases where payment precedes filing, and the minimum
penalty under Section 73 be rationalized to 10% of tax amount only, to prevent
undue hardship to small businesses.

3. Creation of Commissionerate Level GST Grievance Redressal
Mechanism:

Numerous cases of portal glitches, invalid ARN generation, and technical
rejections remain unresolved for months. Presently, taxpayers have no
accessible channel for grievance resolution. It is suggested that a functional
Divisional -level Grievance Redressal Committee be constituted in Jharkhand
with representation from trade bodies, professionals, and departmental
officers, with a defined timeline for disposal of issues raised

4. Amnesty Scheme for Legacy and Pending GST Disputes uls.74 .:
Many small taxpayers are facing demands under Section 74 of the CGST Act
for earlier years due to interpretational or procedural lapses during the
transition phase. In the absence of mala fide intent, such cases deserve relief.
It is suggested that a one-time amnesty scheme be introduced for closure O:f
pending disputes by payment of tax dues without penalty and with reduced
interest. Such a measure will reduce litigation, unlock revenue, and restore
confidence among compliant taxpayers.

5. IMS Function Not Working Properly:

The Invoice Management System (IMS) dashboard is not functioning
efficiently. Since there are many dealers who handle more than 10,000
invoices per month, it becomes unmanageable to review and take action on all
invoices individually, as the system does not open when the count exceeds
500 invoices. Though an advanced search option is available, it is practically
impossible to process all invoices within the limited seven-

day period for filing GSTR-3B. Further, invoices on which-no action s taken
are automatically treated as “accepted,” which creates discrepancies. We
therefore request that a facility be provided to download invoices in Excel
format and upload a JSON file after taking necessary actions in the Excel
sheet._ This will improve efficiency and compliance. The Department has not
organized any dedicated training or demonstration session on the working of
the IMS (Invoice Management System).
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6. Lack of Proper Training on GST:

A webinar by the Chief Commissioner, Central GST, Patna has been held,
which was fruitful and also attended by few organisations. No seminar,
workshop, or physical training has been conducted in Jamshedpur to explain
the new features of GST 2.0. We request that regular training and awareness
programs be organized locally to help taxpayers and professionals adapt to
the updated GST system. It is suggested that brainstorming sessions,
interactive seminars, or technical workshops be arranged at the

Commissionerate level, similar to initiatives taken in other States, to enable
better understanding and compliance.

7. Overlapping of CAG and Departmental Audits:

It has been observed that in several cases, audits are being initiated by the
office of the Comptroller and Auditor General (CAG) even after the same
assessee has already been audited by the Department under Section 65 of
the CGST Act, 2017, and vice versa. This practice results in duplication of
audits, repetitive scrutiny of the same records, and often conflicting audit
observations, causing undue hardship and compliance burden on the
taxpayers. It is submitted that for any particular financial year of an assessee,
only one audit should be undertaken—either by the Departmental Audit
(Commissionerate level) or by the CAG Audit team—to ensure administrative
efficiency, consistency in findings, and to avoid overlapping jurisdiction.

It may be noted that CAG Audits are not conducted und specific section of the
CGST Act, but are carried out under the powers conferred by Article 149 of the
Constitution of India read with the Comptroller and Auditor General’s (Dutigs,
Powers and Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The notices for such audits
are generally issued invoking Section 16 of the CAG (DPC) Act, 1971, which
empowers the CAG to audit the receipts of the Union and States to ensure that
rules and procedures are properly followed. On the other hand, Departmental
Audits are expressly provided under Section 65 of the CGST Act, 2017. To
ensure fairness and avoid duplication, it is suggested that a clear coordination
mechanism be established between the CAG and the GST Commissionerates,

whereby information on completed audits may be shared and no parallel audit
is initiated for the same period of the same taxpayer.

8. Improper Invocation of Section 74 in CAG-based Notices:

It has been observed that in many instances, notices under Section of CGST
Act are being issued solely on the basis of CAG audit observations, even when
there is no evidence of fraud, wilful misstatement, or suppression of facts. This
practice is contrary to the legislative intent, as proceedings under Section' 74
can be initiated only when fraudulent intent or deliberate misstatement is
clearly established; otherwise, such cases should appropriately fall under
Section 73. Moreover, it is a matter of concern that, despite taxpayers having
furnished proper and timely replies to the CAG audit observations, the
authorities are issuing “protected demand-cum-show cause notices” merely to
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9. Time-barred Proceedings under Section 74 in respect to audit u/s.65
of CGST Act:

Despite our repeated representations, it has been observed that officers
conducting audits under Section 65 of the CGST Act are initiating proceedings
under Section 74 even in cases where the permissible period for issuing notice
under Section 73 has already expired. Such initiation of proceedings under
Section 74, without establishing the existence of fraud, wilful misstatement, or
suppression of facts, is contrary to law and violates the statutory scheme of
the Act. Section 74 can be invoked only in cases involving fraudulent intent or
deliberate evasion, whereas routine or bona fide cases fall within the ambit of
Section 73. The practice of invoking Section 74 merely to overcome the bar of
limitation under Section 73 is unjustified, arbitrary, and unsustainable in law.
Therefore, it is earnestly requested that necessary instructions be is.sued to
the field formations to refrain from initiating time-barred proceedings by
misapplying Section 74 of the CGST Act.

10. Need to Prevent Multiple Proceedings by Different GST
authorities for the Same Period

It has been observed that multiple proceedings are being initiated against the
same assessee for the same tax period by different wings of the GST
Administration such as Range or Divisional Offices (for scrutiny of returns),
Preventive formations, DGGI, Departmental Audit under Sec. 65, CAG Audit
and even by State GST.authorities. Such overlapping actions not only cause
unnecessary hardship and harassment to the taxpayers but also result in
duplication of work and wastage of administrative resources. Therefore, it is
imperative that clear guidelines by issued to ensure that once any proceeding

or notice has been initiated and duly complied with by the assessee under any

provision of the CGST Act for a particular period, no further notice or audit

should be initiated by any other authority for the same period. This would

promote uniformity, prevent multiplicity of Business proceedings and uphold the

principle of Natural Justice, thereby ensuring a fair and transparent tax

administration in line with the intent of “East of Doing Business”. ;

Delegation of the Singhbhum Chamber met the DRM regarding the
problems related to Tatanagar Railway

Jamshedpur : A delegation
from  the  Singhbhum
Chamber of Commerce and
Industries, led by President
Manav Kedia, met with Tarun
Huriya, Divisional Railway
Manager (DRM) of the
Chakradharpur Division of
South Eastern Railway; at his
office. The delegation submit-
ted a detailed memorandum
seeking solutions to various
public issues related to the
Tatanagar Railway Station.
The delegation informed the
DRM that superfast, express,
and passenger trains operat-
ing through Tatanagar are fre-

quently stopped due to freight
trains being given priority,
resulting in significant delays.
This is causing significant
inconvenience to ordinary
passengers, the elderly,
patients, students, and busi-
nessmen.  The  DRM
explained that the
Chakradharpur division has a
high volume of trains, while
the availability of platforms
and tracks is limited. The rail-
to resolve the problem. In the
meeting, the issue of provid-
ing battery car service on all
the platforms of Tatanagar sta-

tion for the convenience of

senior citizens, patients and

disabled passengers was
raised, on which the DRM
assured to start the battery car
facility soon. The Chamber
demanded an increase in seat

and VIP quotas in view of the
high passenger traffic in the
industrial town of Tatanagar. It
also requested the extension of
the Howrah-Rourkela Vande
Bharat Express (train num-

bers  20871-20872) to
Jharsuguda and the early
launch of the previously
announced Tatanagar-
Varanasi Vande Bharat
Express. Regarding the opera-
tion of new trains, the DRM
suggested that contacting the
Railway Ministry or the
Railway Board would be
appropriate.

The delegation also suggested
that some trains be operated
and stopped at Adityapur sta-
tion to reduce the increasing
passenger  pressure  at
Tatanagar station. The DRM
informed that a proposal to

operate trains from Adityapur

station has been sent to the
Railway Board, and the final
decision will be made by the
Board. It was also suggested to
add additional air-condi-
tioned chair car coaches to
reduce waiting lists in long dis-
tance premium trains like
Rajdhani and Duronto.
Regarding the proposed con-
struction of the third line from
Chakradharpur to Tatanagar
under South-Eastern Railway,
the DRM said that for this
work it will be necessary to
stop the operation of trains for
at least six hours every day,
hence this work is planned to
be started from April 2026.
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
